3. Drawing rules, setout and dimensioning

3.1 Setout dimensions relate to the face of finish (plasterboard/villaboard or tiles) not the face of framing.

3.2 In setting out walls give preference to alignment of stud walls with fixed elements such as masonry 

walls, concrete columns or glazing frames, where the drawing indicates this intent. If the setout 

dimension does not concur with this intent verify dimension before proceeding.

1. Finishes

1.1 No finishes to all internal walls of FHR,electrical & communication cupboards.

1.2. Where applicable install insulation as recommended by ESD / BASIX or Acoustic 

Consultants. Refer to section 400 of Mirvac Design technical specification A0141 

(plasterboard, ceilings & walls) for actual specification.

1.3  Where a bath tub hob abuts a wall face there must be 2 layers of fibre cement 

above the bath and 1 layer below and to any wall in direct contact with the bath there 

must be 2 layers of 6mm fibre cement to the entire extent of that wall.

2. Fixing points for fixtures, fittings, appliances and joinery

Timber blocking is required in all ensuites, bathrooms, laundries, and kitchens for the 

fixing of wall taps, shower heads, shower screens, toilet roll holders, soap holders, 

towel rails &  other wall mounted fixtures and fittings. Coordinate with plumbing, 

electrical and joinery trades as required. Blocking also required robe areas for joinery 

fixing. Coordinate with joinery trade as required.

3. Wall loading.

Stud walls are generally non load bearing partition walls. Studs shall span from floor 

to soffit of slab above without intermediate support/connection to masonry or concrete 

walls/columns. Walls which may have the imposed loads of:

- Wardrobe/laundry cupboard shelving

- Overhead joinery cupboards in kitchens, laundries, bathrooms and ensuites,

- Wall mounted dryers in laundries

- Thicker than standard tile (e.g. 20mm stone) 

shall be installed in accordance with manufacturers technical recommendations to 

support additional imposed load.

4.  Control joints.

Align control joints in plasterboard linings at change of substrate.

5. Height of lining.

Unless otherwise noted, all wall sheeting shall extend to the soffit of the slab. Apply 

bead of flexible sealant at the junction  of the wall lining to the soffit of the slab to all 

wet areas (ensuites, bathrooms, laundries and powder rooms)

6. Return air paths.

Coordinate with the Mechanical Subcontractor and/or the Mechanical Engineer to 

determine the extent of penetrations to be provided by the Drylining Subcontractor to 

maintain return air paths to air conditioning unit(s).

7. Grab Rails

Where noted & required walls shall be capable of supporting grab rails. Provide 

additional noggings & line with 12mm plywood sheeting to entire wall face.
